The unit can record information of up to 50 incoming calls, including the
time and date received, in the Caller List. The Caller List information is
sorted from the most recent to the oldest call. When the 51st call is
received, the oldest call information is deleted.

Using the list, you can automatically call back a caller. You can store the
callers’ numbers from the Caller List in the Phonebook memory or the
Direct Dial memory.
